I want to assure those faithful in the Diocese of Oakland who find 
sustenance and the consolation of Jesus Christ in the ancient form of worship that your spiritual needs will 
continue to be met."

Our Bishop, Michael Barber, will lift the dispensation for all the Catholics in our Diocese to  
attend Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation Masses from home on August 15. This means all 
Catholics are required to go to church in person  to fulfill their Sunday  Mass obligation, except 
the sick and the homebound.
