One Flock, One Family, Living and Sharing  
the Love of Christ 



There are two schools of thought among Christian believers. One is favor of God’s justice 
and the other, God’s mercy. The former would say God is just. His justice is applied to the 
max; therefore very few people will get to heaven. People of the good old days believed this. 
I remember my grandma used to say: you better go to mass, or you will be doomed to hell 
for eternity. They were God fearing people. They depicted God as a supreme judge without 
mercy. On the other hand, those are for God’s mercy would say: Oh God is so merciful. He 
would not let anyone be doomed to eternal death. In other words, hell is impossible. People 
of today tend to believe this. They so overemphasize God’s mercy that they confirm they 
will be saved in spite of mortal sins. Both those schools of thought are not good. One pro-
motes the fear of God; the other advocates the complacency of spiritual life. And those who 

over advocate for God’s mercy seem even worse because it may lead to the indifference of religious practice. It 
paves the way for secularism that we can see all around us today. The eternal life is simply a given. Everyone 
gets to heaven, why should I be bothered with spiritual growth? 

Now let us look at what Jesus said in the Gospel of this 21st Sunday. Someone asked him how many will be 
saved. Jesus answered: strive to enter the narrow gate. Jesus didn’t directly answer the question; rather he 
turned his intention to the questioner. To enter through the narrow gate is to walk in a path of love with Jesus, to 
carry the cross with him. St. Augustine once said when God created us, he didn’t need us. But in order to save 
us, he needs our cooperation. Likewise, if you want to be saved, enter through the narrow gate, do spiritual ex-
ercise: go to Church regularly, go to confession, keep God’s commandments, live out the beatitudes at home, at 
work. There are only two kinds of people in this world: those who are being used by God for His purposes and 
those who are using God for their own purposes. One is serving God and the other is serving their own desires. 

Let’s ask the Lord to give us strength and courage so that we can enter the narrow gate and walk in the path of 
love with Jesus so we may be saved.

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Hay dos escuelas de pensamiento entre los creyentes cristianos. Uno es favor de la justicia de Dios y el otro, misericor-
dia de Dios. El primero diría que Dios es justo. Su justicia se aplica al máximo; por lo tanto, muy pocas personas llega-
rán al cielo. La gente de los buenos viejos tiempos creía esto. Recuerdo que mi abuela solía decir: es mejor que vayas a 
misa, o estarás condenado al infierno por la eternidad.  
Representaron a Dios como un juez supremo sin piedad. En cambio, los que son por la misericordia de Dios dirían: Oh 
Dios es tan misericordioso. No permitiría que nadie fuera condenado a la muerte eterna. En otras palabras, el infierno 
es imposible. La gente de hoy tiende a creer esto. Ellos enfatizan tanto la misericordia de Dios que confirman que serán 
salvados a pesar de los pecados mortales. Ambas escuelas de pensamiento no son buenas. Uno promueve el temor de 
Dios; el otro aboga por la complacencia de la vida espiritual. Y aquellos que abogan en exceso por la misericordia de 
Dios parecen aún peores porque pueden conducir a la indiferencia de la práctica religiosa. Allana el camino para el se-
cularismo que podemos ver a nuestro alrededor hoy. La vida eterna es simplemente un hecho. Todo el mundo llega al 
cielo, ¿por qué debo preocuparme por un crecimiento espiritual? 
  
Ahora veamos lo que dijo Jesús en el Evangelio de este Domingo 21st. Alguien le preguntó cuántos se salvarán. Jesús 
le respondió: esfuérzate por entrar por la puerta estrecha. Jesús no respondió directamente la pregunta; más bien dirigió 
su intención al interrogador. Entrar por la puerta estrecha es caminar por un camino de amor con Jesús, llevar la cruz 
con él. San Agustín dijo una vez que cuando Dios nos creó, no nos necesitaba. Pero para salvarnos, necesita nuestra 
cooperación. Asimismo, si queréis salvaros, entrad por la puerta estrecha, haced ejercicio espiritual: asistid regularmen-
te a la Iglesia, confesaos, guardad los mandamientos de Dios, vivid las bienaventuranzas en el hogar, en el trabajo. Solo 
hay dos tipos de personas en este mundo: aquellos que están siendo usados por Dios para Sus propósitos y aquellos que 
están usando a Dios para sus propios propósitos. Uno está sirviendo a Dios y el otro está sirviendo a sus propios de-
seos. 
  
Pidámosle al Señor que nos dé fuerza y valor para que podamos entrar por la puerta estrecha y caminar en el camino 
del amor con Jesús para que podamos ser salvados.
