One Flock, One Family, Living and Sharing  
the Love of Christ 



 
On this 25th Sunday Year C, we hear the parable of a dishonest manager who sensed 
that he was about to be fired, he called all those had debts with his boss and reduced 
their bills as much as 50% discount. This guy is a dishonest man. But interestingly Jesus 
commended his action, saying he had acted prudently.” Why did Jesus praise this unjust 
manager? Because this man knew how to act to secure his future. In a very short time, 
he was able to find a way out for his future life. Here is the virtue of this unjust 
manager: he clearly saw his situation. He knew he was in crisis. He did not play game. 
He said: I am in trouble and I know it. This virtue moved him to act. In his desperate 

situation, he made a decision. Steve Covey in his book 7 Habits of Highly Effective People says:  
you are not a product of circumstances, but you are the product of your decision. 
We are all like that manager. We know that our life will come to an end sooner or later. That we will be 
fired from the market of this world. What are we going to do? What actions are we going to make to secure 
our future? Many of us buy life insurances, making plans for retirements; and even buying niches and plots 
in the cemetery. This is right thing to do. But dont forget heaven is our true home, so we must invest for the 
bank of GOd as Jesus said: “I tell you, make friends for yourselves with dishonest wealth so that when it 
fails, you will be welcomed into eternal dwelling.” 
We are stewards, working in God’s vineyard. All that we have belongs to Him. He expects us to make a 
good return on what He gives us. God loves generous hearts and He gives to those who share His gifts with 
others. A Jewish Rabbi says:  
“The rich help the poor in this world but the poor help the rich in the world to come.” In the light of the 
gospel teaching, Jesus expects us to share our resources with the poor, keeping an eye on the eternal security 
which God alone can offer. Like the unjust manager, the Lord calls us to make friends for ourselves with 
dishonest wealth so that when it fails, we will be welcomed into eternal dwelling.” Amen! Fr. Thi 
 
 
 
 
En este Domingo 25 del año C, escuchamos la parábola de un gerente deshonesto que se percató que lo iban a des-
pedir, llamó a todos los que tenían deudas con su jefe y les redujo las facturas hasta con un 50% de descuento. Este 
tipo es un hombre deshonesto. Pero, curiosamente, Jesús elogió su acción, diciendo que había actuado con pruden-
cia”. ¿Por qué Jesús alabó a este administrador injusto? Porque este hombre supo cómo actuar para asegurar su 
futuro. En muy poco tiempo, pudo encontrar una salida para su vida futura. Aquí está la virtud de este administrador 
injusto: vio claramente su situación. Sabía que estaba en crisis. No jugó. Él dijo: Estoy en problemas y lo sé. Esta vir-
tud lo movió a actuar. En su situación desesperada, tomó una decisión. Steve Covey en su libro 7 Hábitos de la Gente 
Altamente Efectiva dice: no eres producto de las circunstancias, sino que eres producto de tu decisión. 
  
Todos somos como ese gerente. Sabemos que nuestra vida llegará a su fin tarde o temprano. Que seremos despedi-
dos del mercado de este mundo. ¿Qué vamos a hacer? ¿Qué acciones vamos a realizar para asegurar nuestro futuro? 
Muchos de nosotros compramos seguros de vida, haciendo planes para jubilaciones; e incluso comprando nichos y 
solares en el cementerio. Esto es lo correcto. Pero no olviden que el cielo es nuestro verdadero hogar, por lo que de-
bemos invertir para el banco de DIOS como dijo Jesús: “Os digo, haceos amigos de las riquezas deshonestas para que 
cuando falten, seáis bienvenidos a la morada eterna”. 
 
 Somos mayordomos, trabajando en la viña de Dios. Todo lo que tenemos le pertenece a Él. Él espera que le demos 
un buen retorno de lo que nos da. Dios ama los corazones generosos y da a aquellos que comparten sus dones con 
los demás. Un rabino judío dice: “Los ricos ayudan a los pobres en este mundo, pero los pobres ayudan a los ricos en el 
mundo venidero”. A la luz de la enseñanza del evangelio, Jesús espera que compartamos nuestros recursos con los 
pobres, vigilando la seguridad eterna que solo Dios puede ofrecer. Como el mayordomo injusto, el Señor nos llama a 
hacernos amigos de las riquezas deshonestas para que, cuando falten, seamos acogidos en la morada eterna”.

We 
ask that you make sure your email address and tele-
phone number are included in your request so that we 
may contact you if there are conflicts with the date re-
quests. 
DonaƟon request remains $10 per mass intenƟon.  In 
accordance with Diocesan policy, only the Saturday 
morning 8 am mass may be double-booked for inten-
Ɵons.  IniƟally we are limiƟng the number of requests 
per family to 6 maximum so that everyone has a fair 
opportunity. 
Mass intenƟons are available for Monday through Fri-
day masses at 7:30 am, Saturday morning masses at 8 
am, our weekend schedule of Saturday at 5:30 pm, Sun-
day at 8 am, 10 am , 12 noon and 3 pm in Spanish.
