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Life and Anger
Jesus said to his disciples: “Do not think that I have come to abolish the law or
the prophets. I have come not to abolish but to fulfill” (Mt. 5:17). Jesus does not wish to
abolish the law and create another but only to give them a more profound and broader
meaning.

For instance, on the gift of life. What is life according to the law of Moses? Again Jesus said: “You have
heard it was said to your ancestors, You shall not kill; whoever kills will be liable to judgment” (Mt. 5:21).
We see that life is sacred. The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches that life is sacred because, from its
beginning, it involves the creative action of God, and it remains forever in a special relationship with the Cre-
ator, who 1is its sole end. God alone is the Lord of life from its beginning until its end (CCC #2258). We must
do our best to protect the gift of life from all dangers.

Moreover, Jesus continued, “But I say to you, whoever is angry with brother will be liable to judgment” (Mt.
5:22). Anger is present in every man as a consequence of the original sin. But does it mean that we cannot
overcome it? We may have all the excuses when our anger explodes. We may say, “I am only human.” Yet,
on the other side, because we are human, redeemed and loved by God, we have power over anger

and can have it without sinning. As St. Paul reminds us: “Be angry and do not sin; Do not let the sun set on
your anger, and do not leave room for the devil” (Eph. 4:26-27). Or else, as Jesus says, “we will be liable to
judgment.”
