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Father Carl’s Corner August 23-24

[t is my goal this weekend to encourage and ask you to
pray for peace. The United States Bishops want us to
make an effort to help through our prayers and also
through works of charity the innocent victims of war
and religious persecution particularly in Iraq. Pope
Francis calls for peace in Iraq and he clearly said that
“violence generates more violence; dialogue is the only
path to peace.”

Here is the full text of Chaldean Catholic Patriarch of
Iraq, Louis Rafael Sako prayer for peace:

Lord,

The plight of our country

is deep and the suffering of Christians

is severe and frightening.

Therefore, we ask you Lord

to spare our lives, and to grant us patience,

and courage to continue our witness of Christian
values with trust and hope.

Lord, peace is the foundation of life;

Grant us the peace and stability that will enable us
to live with each other without fear and anxiety,
and with dignity and joy.

There are now only 150,000 Iraqi Christians remain-
ing, down from more than 1 million before the U.S. in-
vasion in 2003. In Syria, almost one third of its 1.8 mil-
lion Christians have left the country. Most are stranded
in Lebanon, while several hundred thousand more are
displaced within Syria.
