The	Feast	 of	 Corpus	 Christi	(Latin	for	Body	 of	 Christ),	also	 known	 as	 Corpus	 Domini,	 is	 a	Latin	Rite	liturgical	solemnity	celebrating	 the	 tradition	 and	belief	 in	 the	body	and	blood	of	Jesus	Christ	and	his	Real	Presence	in	 the	 Eucharist.	 It	 emphasizes	 the	 joy	 of	 the	institution	of	the	Eucharist,	which	was	observed	on	Holy	Thursday	in	 the	 somber	 atmosphere	 of	 the	 nearness	 of	Good	Friday.	The	full	name	of	this	 feast	 is	Corpus	et	Sanguis	Christi	or	The	Body	and	Blood	of	Christ.	 "The	 feast	of	 the	Blessed	Sacrament	was	established	in	1246	by	Bishop	Robert	de	Thorte	of	Liege	(Belgium)	at	the	suggestion	of	St.	Juliana	of	 Mont	 Carvillon.	 It	 was	 extended	 to	 the	 universal	Church	by	Pope	Urban	 in	1264.	The	ofϐice	composed	by	St.	 Thomas	 Aquinas	 and	 customary	 procession	was	 ap-proved	by	Popes	Martin	V	and	Eugene	 IV.	Celebrated	 in	June	 the	 ϐirst	 Sunday	 after	 the	 feast	 of	 the	 Trini-ty."	(Modern	Catholic	Dictionary,	by	John	A.	Hardon,	S.J.)	St.	 Juliana,	a	Belgian	nun	in	Retinne,	 lived	at	 the	time	of	St.	Thomas	Aquinas	and	St.	Louis.	She	received	this	inspi-ration	 from	Our	Lord	 for	 the	 following	 reasons:	1)	 that
