"God	 so	 loved	 the	 world	 that	 he	 gave	 his	 only	Son,	 so	 that	 everyone	who	believes	 in	him	may	not	perish	but	may	have	eternal	life"	(John	3:16).	Love	is	why	Christ	came.	Love	is	why	Christ	died.	Love	is	why	God	raised	him	from	the	dead.	Love	is	the	whole	purpose	and	mission	of	the	Church	and	 of	 every	 Christian	member:	 to	 show	 God's	love	in	the	world. Ask	the	church's	Social	Ministry	Committee	or	the	 pastor	 for	 suggestions	 of	 a	 needy	 place	 or	person	that	could	use	your	time,	talent	or	treas-ure.	7.
