Dearest Friends in Christ, &“

Both first and second readings of the lw-
20" Sunday talk about wisdom. St. Paul g

in his letter to the Ephesians calls peo-

ple to live not as foolish persons but as wise; mean-
while the author of the Book of Proverb says wise
people should eat and drink the food prepared by the
Lord, which is the Eucharistic banquet we are invited
to participate in each time we go to Mass. So the
readings of this Sunday invite us to use our wisdom
to enrich the understanding of the Mass so that we
may wholeheartedly participate in it.

There are four types of people going to
Mass. First, a tourist: those who come by to have
some pictures taken, to see the church out of
curiosity... Second, an architect: those who come to
see how the church was built, what kind of material it
was made off. Third, a circus goer: these people
consider the Mass as a show: music show, talk show
and so on. If the Mass is seen as a show, there will be
good shows and boring shows. So they would shop
around churches to get “good shows” to attend.
That’s why some have abandoned their catholic faith
to join other protestant denominations, for they found
the Mass was boring and it did not entertain them at
all. Fourth, a true Christian: those go to Mass to eat
and drink food prepared by the Lord. These are wise
people who believe and recognize Jesus’ presence in
the Eucharist. They come prepared to receive Him
for He is the only gate to eternal life.

So we are wise people invited to participate in the
Eucharistic banquet prepared by the Lord. At Mass,
the homily could be in a language we don’t
understand; the music could be completely out of
tune and track; there could be kids running around
screaming at the top of their lungs, throwing crayons
and eating snacks or eating crayons and throwing
snacks, and that’s ok for the moment when we
receive the Eucharist is a crutial moment of our
week. It is a moment of grace and transformation. No
matter how good the music or preaching is
elsewhere, we cant leave the Eucharist. We will not
leave Jesus. That is the right approach to Mass; and
only when we go to Mass with this zeal and passion,
we are able to enjoy it wholeheartedly.
