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St. Vincent de Paul Pantry Relocation Reflection —
October 28, 2018

“Let us love God my brothers, let us love God. But let it be
with the strength of our arms and the sweat of our brow.” ~
St. Vincent de Paul

After more than a year of fundraising, grant writing
and rolling up our sleeves, the St. Vincent de Paul (SVdP)
food pantry relocated from the rectory garage into a dedicated
facility to serve our community. We did not have to move
very far—just across the driveway! Throughout this process,
we were very fortunate to have an extremely talented group
of Vincentians who did the bulk of the remodel with the
strength of their arms and the sweat of their brow.

“The poor are your masters. You are the servant.” ~ St. Vin-
cent de Paul

St. Vincent de Paul said that by going to the poor:
you will find God. To be ‘poor’ is not restricted to finances;
being poor can also mean being poor in spirit. We are called
to serve the poor; and while most of those whom we serve are
enduring economic hardship we are also called to serve the
spiritual needs of those who come to us for assistance. A wise
man once told me that with SVdP, “it’s not always about the
food.” Many, many times we have encountered someone
who comes for the food, and returns for the friendship. These
relationships bring St. Vincent’s comment, “Continue always
to be a consolation and relief to everyone for the love of Our
Lord” to life, and they also warm my heart.

“The more you give to Our Lord, the greater blessings you
will receive.” ~ St. Vincent de Paul

This project would not have come to fruition without
you - our brothers and sisters in Christ. It was through your
generous contributions during the second collections—in
partnership with grants from the Keller Canyon Mitigation
Fund, Food Bank and SVdP of Contra Costa—which sprung
the idea of a dedicated space into a reality. We hope and pray
you will receive blessings in abundance.

I must admit, this project did take much longer than
originally planned. The delays, budget constraints, family
emergencies, and additional unanticipated obstacles along the
way were humbling reminders that not everything in life goes
according to our plan; but rather, they go according to HIS
plan. The silver lining of the extended project timeline was
that it provided many of us with the opportunity to spend
more time together, and during this time together we fostered
deeper friendships, and nurtured our spirituality through ser-
vice. St. Louise de Marillac who was a co-founder of the
Daughters of Charity with St. Vincent stated, “I am God’s, to
be used as he desires.” Who knows...perhaps these delays
were part of HIS plan!

“We should spend as much time in thanking God for his ben-
efits as we do in asking him for them.” ~ St. Vincent de Paul
Borrowing from the Jesuits’ motto, all the work
completed during this project was “For the greater glory of
God.” I would be remiss if I did not take this opportunity to
thank both Fr. Carl and Fr. Thi for their ongoing and unend-
ing support of SVdP, and those whom we serve. Fr. Carl
spear-headed the pantry relocation and Fr. Thi was willing
and able to pick up the baton passed on by Fr. Carl. We, at
SVdP, are grateful for their support and spiritual guidance.
