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Querida Familia del Buen Pastor,

Las lecturas del Domingo 23 Afio B destacan el tema
de oir y escuchar. En la primera lectura, Isaias pro-
fetiza la venida con la vindicacion del Dios que hace
ver a los ciegos, los sordos oyen, los mudos hablan y
los cojos andan. Jesus en el Evangelio hace que la
profecia de Isaias se haga realidad cuando sana a un
hombre sordo y mudo. "Effeta!" — es decir, ";
Abrete!" — e inmediatamente se abrieron los oidos
del hombre, se elimin6 su impedimento del habla.
(Marcos 7:33-34).

La historia curativa refleja la intima y poderosa rela-
cion de Jesus con Dios y su gran compasion hacia la
humanidad. Sand con palabras, tacto y medios fisi-
cos. La sordera fisica y la sordera espiritual son
iguales; Jests enfrent6 un tipo en el hombre nacido
sordo, el otro tipo en los Fariseos y otros que fueron
receptivos de su mensaje. A Jesus le preocupaba no
solo la enfermedad fisica, sino también el deterioro
espiritual y la sordera moral.

Nos
hemos acostumbrado tanto al pecado que lo tomamos
como normal y nos hemos vuelto sordos y ciegos
ante Jesus y a su llamado diario a nosotros.

Somos sordos cuando no oimos el grito de auxilio
que se nos plante6 y preferimos poner la indiferencia
entre nuestros vecinos y nosotros mismos. Somos
sordos cuando nos volteamos hacia adentro de nues-
tro interior y nos cerramos al mundo por egoismo,
orgullo, resentimiento, enojo, celos y nuestra inca-
pacidad para perdonar a otros. Somos sordos cuando
nos negamos a reconocer a los que sufren en el mun-
do que nos rodea, y no reconocemos situaciones de
desigualdad, injusticia, pobreza y la devastacion de la
guerra. Somos sordos cuando nos negamos a escu-
char el grito de los no nacidos, de aquellos cuyas
vidas estan en peligro porque son ancianos, discapac-
itados y cronicamente enfermos, mientras que otros
desean terminar su vida por una misericordia equivo-
cada.

Effeta-Abrete! Estas palabras de Jesus nos recuerdan
a escuchar sus ensefianzas y a abrir nuestros cora-
zones para la necesidad de los demas. Seamos hace-
dores de la Palabra a medida que salimos y decimos,
"Dios ha hecho todas las cosas bien. El me hace oir y
hablar!” ; Alabado sea el Sefior!
