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Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The gospel of this 5™ Sunday tells us the disci-
ples went fishing but caught nothing despite
their expertise. Then Jesus stepped in, asking
them to cast their net and the result was they
were not able to pull the net for they caught so
many fish.

We talk a lot about success nowadays. What'’s
a key point to success? Commitment. It is said that up to 90% of
all patients do not follow their doctor’s advice. They leave half
empty medicine bottles, cheat on their diets, and fail to return for
check-ups. Sometimes we forget that doctors go to school for
eight to ten years they know more than us, but we still: “Do it our
way”. The point is this. When God gives us principles to live by,
or an assignment to accomplish, or a word to guide us, He
expects us to obey Him for he knows what is best for us! In the
Gospel, you see a carpenter teach the fishermen how to fish.
The natural reaction to this situation would be: come on! We
have fished all night but caught nothing. Now you tell us to fish
again? You carpenter, what do you know about fishing? | am
tired. | want to go home and rest. But Peter followed God’s
command to cast the net.

Friends, the Lord's timing is often different from ours. We may
be ready to pack up and go home because of frustration or dis-
appointment, but that may be the very moment the Lord says,
"Okay, I'm ready for you to launch out and get blessed." Peter
caught nothing because he fished the wrong side of the boat.
He did it his way without Jesus. We at times try our best to
succeed, but we fail. We try to stay from sins, but we fail. We try
to improve in spiritual life but fail because most of the times we
do it our way. We fish at the wrong side of the boat. That’s
when Jesus comes and says: “Cast your net to the right side of
the boat.” Why the right side? It is because Jesus is seated at
the right hand of his Father. He invites us to fish on his side for
the blessings to come.

How often have we trusted Jesus in our hopeless situation?
How much do we rely on him for our success? Today’s gospel
reading is a message of hope for us. It assures us of success
no matter how much effort we have wasted and no matter how
many times we have tried and failed. This type of success is
guaranteed if only you are humble enough to listen to Jesus and
follow his directives.

So let us go foward saying: “but at your command | will lower
the nets, Lord!"
