A MESSAGE FROM DEACON GUSTAVO 
VII Sunday Ordinary Time.  
  
There is no commandment from Jesus that has caused so much discus-
sion and controversy as to love our enemies. This passage contains two 
great facts of Christian Ethics: 
 
1-Christian ethics is positive. Jesus has given us the Golden Rule, which 
commands us not to do to others what we do not want them to do to us. 
The true essence of Christian behavior is, not in refraining from doing 
bad things, but in doing good things. 
 
2-Christian ethics is based on Grace. Let us not compare ourselves to 
others; we must follow the example of Jesus who has shown us the way 
to go to the Father and how we can live His love in our lives.  
 
Jesus invites us to cultivate a merciful and universal love to become like 
the Father. If Jesus called the poor blessed, without demanding any prior 
ethical behavior from them, if they want now to remain blessed, they 
must live as Christians. Jesus links the love to enemies with the love for 
others; therefore, He replaces the law of retaliation "an eye for an eye 
and a tooth for a tooth." The question is not to assume attitudes to con-
demn, but to open the spaces and possibilities for the "enemies" to find 
the path of conversion and reconciliation. To let them see in us the love 
of the Father and be the living testimony of how pleasant it is to live as 
brothers and sisters. 
 
Have you ever wondered how merciful you are? Many times, we confuse 
mercy with pity and that is not Christian, because the one who has pity 
unconsciously presents himself/herself as superior to the other, instead 
the one who has mercy establishes a relationship of brotherhood to find 
together the path to the Lord. 
 
This passage also presents the merciful attitude of every Christian. (v. 
37). 
 
1-"Do not judge and you will not be judged" this does not mean losing 
the ability to think about good or bad; what is wrong is to destroy the 
brotherhood by criticism, gossip and slander. 
 
2-"Forgive and be forgiven" mercy cannot be understood without the 
ability to forgive, because it is at this time when communities actually 
come to live as brothers and sisters. 
 
3-"Give and you will receive" Mercy finds its highest point in giving and 
given itself. Jesus’ testimony was of total surrender for the cause of God. 
God gave everything, even his own Son. What about us? We give what 
we have extra or what the other person needs. Putting your life in the 
service of others is the most authentic way to live Christianity. 
 
Prayer: O God, Supreme and Total love. In the life and word of Jesus of 
Nazareth we hear your call to grow in love until we reach a mature and 
complete love, who loves both his/her friends and enemies. We ask you 
to help us live in that love. We ask in Jesus’ name, your Son and our 
brother. You who live and reign forever and ever. Amen.

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VII Domingo Tiempo Ordinario. 
 

No hay mandamiento de Jesús que haya causado tanta discusión y polémica como el amar a nuestros enemigos. Este 
pasaje contiene dos grandes hechos de la ética cristiana: 
 

1- La ética cristiana es positiva. Jesus nos ha dado la Regla de Oro, que nos manda a no hacer a los demás lo que no 
queremos que nos hagan a nosotros. La verdadera esencia de la conducta cristiana consiste, no en abstenerse de hacer 
cosas malas, sino en hacer cosas buenas. 
 

2- La ética cristiana se basa en la Gracia. No nos comparemos con los demás; debemos de seguir el ejemplo de Jesús 
que nos ha mostrado el camino de llegar al Padre y cómo podemos vivir su Amor en nuestra vida. 
Jesús nos invita a todos a cultivar un amor misericordioso y universal para llegar a ser como el Padre. Si a los pobres 
los había llamado bienaventurados sin exigirles ningún comportamiento ético previo, ahora, si quieren seguir siéndolo 
deben vivir como cristianos. Jesús une el amor a los enemigos con el amor al prójimo. Jesús supera la ley del talión 
“ojo por ojo y diente por diente”. De lo que se trata es de no asumir actitudes condenatorias, sino de abrir los espacios 
y posibilidades para que los “enemigos” encuentren el camino de la conversión y reconciliación. Que vean en nosotros 
el Amor del Padre y el testimonio vivo de lo agradable que es vivir como hermanos(as). 
¿Nos hemos preguntado alguna vez cuán misericordiosos somos? Muchas veces confundimos la misericordia con la 
lástima y eso no es cristiano, porque el que tiene lástima inconscientemente se presenta como superior al otro, en cam-
bio el que tiene misericordia establece una relación de hermanos para encontrar juntos el camino del Señor.  
Este pasaje también presenta la actitud misericordiosa de todo cristiano. (v. 37). 
 

1-“No juzguen y no serán juzgados” Esto no significa perder la capacidad de opinar sobre lo bueno o lo malo; lo que 
es malo es destruir al hermano a través de la crítica, el chisme y la calumnia. 
 

2-“Perdonen y serán perdonados” La misericordia no se entiende sin la capacidad de perdonar, porque es en este mo-
mento cuando las comunidades llegan a vivir realmente como hermanos(as). 
 

3-“Den y se les dará” La misericordia encuentra su punto más alto en el dar y darse a sí mismo. El testimonio de Jesús 
fue de entrega total por la causa de Dios. Dios lo entregó todo, hasta su propio Hijo. ¿Y nosotros? ¿Entregamos lo que 
nos sobra o lo que necesita la otra persona?  Poner su vida al servicio de los demás es la manera más auténtica de vivir 
el cristianismo.  
 

Oremos: Oh Dios, Amor Supremo y Total. En la vida y en la palabra de Jesús de Nazaret escuchamos tu llamado a 
crecer en el amor hasta llegar al amor maduro y pleno, que ama por igual a amigos y enemigos. Te pedimos nos ayu-
des a vivir en ese amor. Nosotros te lo pedimos por Jesús, hijo tuyo y hermano nuestro. A Ti que vives y reinas por los 
siglos de los siglos. Amén.
