Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
  
“I give you a new commandment: love one 
another as I have loved you” (John 13:34). 
Jesus made this urgent statement in his fare-
well discourse at the Last Supper as if he 
were saying: “I am going now. You might for-
get all the other things I did and said. Just 

don’t forget this one. This is the summary of everything I 
have told you.” It is not about doctrines, nor about cate-
chism, nor about the Bible, but about one thing: LOVE. 
  
Why is this commandment of LOVE called new? Love of 
neighbor is found in the Old Testament: “You shall love your 
neighbor as yourself” (Lev.19:18). All other religions like 
Hinduism, Buddhism, Islam also teach about love. So what 
is new in Christ’s commandment? “As I have loved you” is 
what is new. Our love has to be like Christ’s. It must be a 
sacrificial love. It is not emotional, nor a romantic kind of 
feeling. 
  
How did God express his love for us? He didn’t just stay in 
heaven and tell us that he loved us. He came down to save 
us even though his saving act cost his life.  So sacrifice is 
another word for love. Truly, there is no love without 
sacrifice. Sacrifice is love in action. When we say we love 
God, we sacrifice our time, our work to be with him. When 
we say we love our neighbors, we give up our ego, our 
pride to forgive them. Sacrifice! There is no better love than 
the one who lays down his life for his friends. 
  
Laying down your life clearly shows that love requires a sort 
of death to self.  It requires we look to the other first, putting 
their needs before ours.  When we do turn our eyes and 
hearts toward others, we will begin to discover countless 
ways to lay our lives down for them: little acts of kindness, 
words of affirmation, a listening ear, a help with a chore, 
etc.  Greater acts may include a heroic forgiveness, a love 
when we do not feel like being loving, a giving of mercy 
when it appears undeserved, or a decision of going out of 
our way to be there for a person when we do not have time 
in our busy schedule. 
  
By giving ourselves completely away, we ϐind ourselves and 
discover the presence of our loving Lord. And by doing this, 
we are practicing the Lord’s new commandment: “love	one	
another	as	I	have	loved	you.” Lord, help us to put others 
ϐirst.  Help us to love until it hurts.  Amen!

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo, 
 
"Os doy un mandamiento nuevo: amense los unos a los 
otros como yo los he amado" (Juan 13:34). Jesús hizo 
esta declaración urgente en su discurso de despedida en 
la Ultima Cena como si estuviera diciendo: "Me voy 
ahora. Podrías olvidarte de todas las otras cosas que hice 
y dije. Pero no te olvides de ésta. Este es el Resumen de 
todo lo que te he dicho." No se trata de doctrinas, ni del 
catecismo, ni de la Biblia, sino de una cosa: EL AMOR. 
 
¿Por qué se llama nuevo este mandamiento DEL 
AMOR? El amor al prójimo se encuentra en el Antiguo 
Testamento: "Amarás a tu prójimo como a ti mis-
mo" (Lev. 19:18). Todas las demás religiones como el 
Hinduismo, el Budismo, el Islam también enseñan sobre 
el amor. Entonces, ¿qué es nuevo en el mandamiento de 
Cristo? "Como te he amado" es lo que es nuevo. Nues-
tro amor tiene que ser como el de Cristo. Debe ser un 
amor sacrificial. No es emocional, ni un sentimiento 
romántico. 
 
¿Cómo expresaba Dios su amor por nosotros? No se 
quedo en el cielo y desde ahí nos dijo que nos amaba. 
Vino a salvarnos a pesar de que su acto de salvación le 
costó la vida. Así que el sacrificio es otra palabra para el 
amor. En verdad, no hay amor sin sacrificio. El sacrifi-
cio es un amor en acción. Cuando decimos que amamos 
a Dios, Sacrificamos nuestro tiempo, nuestro trabajo 
para estar con Él. Cuando decimos que amamos a nues-
tros hermanos, nosotros dejamos ir nuestro ego, nuestro 
orgullo para perdonarlos. ¡Sacrificio! No hay mejor 
amor que aquel que da su vida por sus amigos. 
 
Dar tu vida claramente muestra que el amor requiere una 
especie de muerte para uno mismo. Requiere que 
veamos al otro primero, poniendo sus necesidades ante 
la nuestra. Cuando hagamos girar los ojos y el corazón 
hacia los demás, comenzaremos a descubrir innumera-
bles maneras de poner nuestras vidas en sus caminos: 
haciendo pequeños actos de bondad, compartiendo 
palabras de afirmación, prestando los oídos para escu-
charlos, ayudandolos con un que hacer, etc. Los actos 
más grandes pueden incluir un perdón heroico, dar amor 
cuando no nos sentimos amorosos, dar misericordia cu-
ando parece no ser merecida, o tomar una decisión de 
salir de nuestro espacio y estar allí para una persona cu-
ando no tenemos tiempo en nuestra apretada agenda. 
 
Al darnos nosotros mismos completamente a otros, nos 
reencontramos y descubrimos la presencia de nuestro 
amoroso Señor. Y al hacer esto, estamos practicando el 
mandamiento nuevo del Señor: "Amense los unos a los 
otros como yo los he amado" Señor, ayúdanos a poner 
primero a los demás. Ayúdanos a amar hasta que nos 
duela. ¡Amén!
