The 
duck leaves.  
The next day, the duck walks in and asks, "Got any 
nails?"  "No", answers the clerk. The duck asks: "Got any duck 
feed?" 
 
I share with you this reflection taken from “My Catholic Life/
Daily Reflections” 

Persistence in Prayer 
  
 “…because this widow keeps bothering me I shall deliver a just 
decision for her lest she finally come and strike me.”  Luke 18:5 

  
This passage is from the story of the Persistent Widow.  She kept 
coming to a judge, who cared little about doing the right thing, 
and persistently begged him for a good judgment.  Finally he 
gave in so as to get her to leave him alone. 
Jesus used this story to teach a lesson about the necessity “to 
pray always without becoming weary” (Luke 18:1).  It’s interest-
ing that the image of the judge is one “who neither feared God 
nor respected any human being” (Luke 18:2).  But Jesus uses 
this image of an unjust judge to reveal the power of persistence 
and to reveal the depths of God’s mercy. 
  
First, we learn that this woman never gave up.  So with us, we 
must never cease to lose hope in prayer.  We must pray always, 
constantly and persistently.  It’s not that prayer changes God; 
rather, prayer changes us and disposes us to receive the immeas-
urable graces from God. 
  
Second, we learn that if an uncaring judge will eventually give a 
good decision, then so much more will the merciful and all-
loving God pour forth His good judgments in our lives when we 
trust Him.  There should be no doubt in our lives that God can 
do all good things for us if we but let Him. 
  
Reflect, today, upon how persistent you are in your prayer.  The 
prayer you must seek to live is primarily a prayer of total trust 
and abandonment to God.  You do not change God’s mind by 
begging Him.  Rather, your prayer must be so persistent that it 
opens you to the will of God and allows His grace to flow in ac-
cord with His perfect will.

Persistencia en la Oración 
  
"... porque esta viuda sigue molestándome voy a dar una decisión justa para que ella finalmente venga y me 
golpee. Lucas 18:5 
  

Este pasaje es de la historia de la Viuda Persistente. Ella seguía viniendo a un juez, que se preocupaba poco 
por hacer lo correcto, y persistentemente le rogó por un juicio justo. Finalmente cedió para que ella lo dejara 
en paz. 
  

Jesús usó esta historia para enseñar una lección acerca de la necesidad de "orar siempre sin cansarse" (Lucas 
18:1). Es interesante que la imagen del juez es de alguien "que ni temía a Dios ni respetaba a ningún ser hu-
mano" (Lucas 18:2). Pero Jesús utiliza esta imagen de un juez injusto para revelar el poder de la persistencia 
y para revelar las profundidades de la misericordia de Dios. 
  

Primero, aprendemos que esta mujer nunca se rindió. Así como nosotros, tambien nunca debemos dejar de 
perder la esperanza en la oración. Debemos orar siempre, de manera constante y persistente. No es que la 
oración cambie a Dios; más bien, la oración nos cambia y nos dispone a recibir las gracias inconmensurables 
de Dios. 
  

Segundo, aprendemos que si un juez indiferente finalmente daria una buena decisión, entonces mucho más el 
Dios misericordioso y amoroso derramaria sus buenos juicios en nuestras vidas cuando confiamos en El. No 
debe haber ninguna duda en nuestras vidas de que Dios puede hacer todas las cosas buenas por nosotros si lo 
dejamos. 
  

Reflexiona, hoy, sobre lo persistente que eres en tu oración. La oración que debes procurar vivir es ante todo 
una oración de total confianza y abandono a Dios. No cambias la mente de Dios rogándole. Más bien, tu 
oración debe ser tan persistente que se abre a la voluntad de Dios y permite que su gracia fluya de acuerdo 
con su voluntad perfecta.
