Last week, we reflected upon humility and imitate Jesus as 
meek and humble of heart.  This Sunday is somewhat the op-
posite.  I think this is the harshest Gospel passage there is! 
“Unless you hate your father, your mother, your wife, your 
children, your property, and even your own life, you cannot be 
my disciple!” Furthermore, “whoever does not carry his own 
cross and who does not renounce all his possessions cannot be 
my disciple.”   
It is just like asking, are you ready to give up your job? Your 
boyfriend? Your wife? To follow Jesus!? Well most of us 
would be honest to say: No, I don’t think I’m ready. Well, if 
I’m a celibate, I have been willing to give up a wife. If I own 
no property, I guess I’d be willing to give up all my property. 
But just how far can one go? And how far is God going to push 
me? Do I have the strength to do what is humanly impossible? 
No, I do not have it. 
 

However, this is what Jesus demands of being his true disciple, 
his real followers. 
  

The first demand/condition sounds harsh: hating your family. 
He’s saying that nothing, not even family relationships, should 
stand in the way of following Him completely. For instance, 
how many parents try to discourage a son or daughter who 
wants to enter the seminary or convent? Hating your family 
does not mean here to get angry and be hateful to your parents 
and siblings. What Jesus is demanding is to renounce all do-
mestic security and comforts.  Hating here also means an ex-
pression of absolute and complete detachment.  
 

Secondly, to be Jesus’ disciple, one must carry his/her cross.  
Jesus is asking us to be faithful to the end. He demands our 
total and unconditional commitment.  He advises us to count 
the cost of following him and following him entails carrying 
the cross.  We must also be serious and strong with our deci-
sion in following Him so that when following Him gets tough, 
we will hold on to Him and will not give up. 
 

Finally, we have to renounce all our possessions.  Jesus is ask-
ing us to attach ourselves to him and detach from material 
things. Relationships and possessions are important for our 
personal growth but these should not hinder our following of 
Christ. Let Jesus be our only treasure.  Let Jesus be our prized 
possession. 
 

Jesus wants us to be his followers, his true followers who love 
and serve Him with undivided heart and in everything.  He 
wants us to be His followers even if we have to hate our fami-
ly, to carry our cross and to renounce all our possessions.  It is 
not easy but we must hold on to Him everyday and always. 
May we become his true disciple, a disciple of Jesus who is 
willing to sacrifice, surrender, love and serve Him in every-
thing.

La semana pasada, reflexionamos sobre la humildad e imitamos 
a Jesús como manso y humilde de corazón. Este domingo es 
todo lo contrario. ¡Creo que este es el pasaje Evangélico más 
duro que existe! “¡A menos que odies a tu padre, a tu madre, a 
tu esposa, a tus hijos, a tu propiedad e incluso a tu propia vida, 
no puedes ser mi discípulo!” Además, “quien no lleva su propia 
cruz y quien no renuncia a todas sus posesiones no puede ser mi 
discípulo .” 

Es como preguntar, ¿estás listo para renunciar a tu trabajo? ¿a 
tu novio/novia? ¿A tu esposa/esposo? ¿para seguir a Jesús!? 
Bueno, la mayoría de nosotros sería sincero al decir: No, no 
creo que esté listo. Bueno, si soy un celibato, y he estado dis-
puesto a renunciar a una esposa. Si no poseo ninguna propie-
dad, creo que estaría dispuesto a renunciar a toda mi propiedad. 
Pero, ¿hasta dónde puedo llegar? ¿Y hasta dónde me va a 
empujar Dios? ¿Tengo la fuerza para hacer lo que es humana-
mente imposible? No, yo no la tengo. 

Sin embargo, esto es lo que Jesús exige de ser su verdadero 
discípulo, sus verdaderos seguidores. 

La primera demanda / condición suena dura: odiar a tu familia. 
Él está diciendo que nada, ni siquiera las relaciones familiares, 
deben interponerse en el camino de seguirlo completamente. 
Por ejemplo, ¿cuántos padres tratan de desanimar a un hijo o 
hija que quiere ingresar al seminario o convento? Odiar a tu 
familia no significa aquí enojarte y odiar a tus padres y her-
manos. Lo que Jesús exige es renunciar a toda seguridad y co-
modidades domésticas. Odiar aquí también significa una ex-
presión de desapego absoluto y completo. 

En segundo lugar, para ser discípulo de Jesús, uno debe llevar 
su cruz. Jesús nos pide que seamos fieles hasta el final. Exige 
nuestro compromiso total e incondicional. Nos aconseja que 
calculemos el costo de seguirlo y seguirlo implica llevar la cruz. 
También debemos ser serios y fuertes con nuestra decisión de 
seguirlo porque aunque al seguirlo sea difícil, quiere que nos 
aferremos a Él y no nos rindamos. 

Finalmente, tenemos que renunciar a todas nuestras posesiones. 
Jesús nos pide que nos unamos a El y nos separemos de las co-
sas materiales. Las relaciones y las posesiones son importantes 
para nuestro crecimiento personal, pero no deben obstaculizar 
nuestro seguimiento de Cristo. Dejemos que Jesús sea nuestro 
único tesoro. Dejemos que Jesús sea nuestra preciada posesión. 

Jesús quiere que seamos sus seguidores, sus verdaderos segui-
dores que lo amemos y le sirvamos con todo el corazón y en 
todo. In incluso si tenemos que odiar a nuestra familia, cargar 
nuestra cruz y renunciar a todas nuestras posesiones. No es 
fácil, pero debemos aferrarnos a Él todos los días y siempre. 
Que podamos convertirnos en su verdadero discípulo, un 
discípulo de Jesús que esté dispuesto a sacrificar, rendirse, amar 
y servirle en todo.
