BAPTISMS: In order to make baptismal arrangements, par-
ents are required to call the parish office to make an appoint-
ment to fill out paperwork and schedule a baptismal class 
(required of parents and godparents) and a baptismal date. A 
meeting will not be scheduled unless the family of the child 
for baptism is registered, attending mass regularly and con-
tributing to the parish with a history of at least six (6) 
months, preferably through electronic fund transfer. 
 
MARRIAGES: Couples are required to make arrangements 
six months prior to the date of marriage and attend a mar-
riage preparation program. No exceptions can be made. One 
or both must live in the parish.  A meeting will not be sched-
uled unless the couple is registered, attending mass regularly 
and contributing to the parish with a history of at least six (6) 
months, preferably through electronic fund transfer. 
 
FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS: Should be arranged by 
family, church and mortuary. Normal Christian burial con-
sists of Vigil Service, Holy Mass and Burial in a Catholic 
Cemetery. Any other arrangements should first be discussed 
with parish priest.

PREPARING FOR THE NEW  
TRANSLATION OF THE MASS 

 
 

Why a New Translation? 
 On the First Sunday of Advent, November 27, 2011, 
Catholic parishes in the United States will begin praying the 
texts of the Mass using a new English translation of The Ro-
man Missal. Many people have wondered why the Church is 
implementing a new translation of the prayers of the Mass. 
The Mass is the very core of Catholic life; its prayers express 
our Catholic beliefs. The more clearly we can express those 
beliefs, the more our faith can grow and be nourished. When 
the Mass was first translated into English some forty years 
ago, it was understood that the translation would have to be 
assessed and revised from time to time. Since then, a number 
of Church leaders, most prominently the late Blessed Pope 
John Paul II, have expressed the opinion that the 1960s trans-
lations of the Latin were done in haste. After the Second Vati-
can Council, when the Church throughout the world began 
praying the Mass in the languages of the people rather than in 
Latin, translations from the Latin were in immediate demand. 
In contrast, the new translation that we will now be using has 
taken nearly a decade to produce and, as Pope John Paul II 
desired, it is closer to the original Latin.
